5) Fire-Fighting Measures: 
 

Specific hazards: In the event of fire the following can be 
released: 
Hydrogen chloride (HCI) 
Hydrogen cyanide (hydrocyanic acid) 
Carbon monoxide (CO) 
Nitrogen oxides (NOx)
